experiences early and often to prepare
them for a desired career and to

develop professional skills while still-in
college.

PERSONAL AND
PROFESSIONAL
DEVELOPMENT

ldentify, recommend and refer
students to personal and professional
experiences (includingvolunteering,
study abroad and graduate school)
early. and often to foster personal
abilitiessand ~professionalism.
