Last day to drop a class without a record January 31, 2025

Last day to withdraw from classes online and receive a "W" |February 14, 2025
grade

Last day of classes for all students May 9, 2025

Final Exams Week |May 10 - 16, 2025

Grades due from Instructors |May 23, 2025

Days campus is closed for holidays January 20, 2025
March 31, 2025
May 26, 2025

A request to drop a class cannot be submitted once your home or host campus
enroliment period has ended. If you wish to drop your Fully Online course, once
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you have successfully enrolled, please visit CSU Fully Online for instructions and
frequently asked questions.

After completing the course, the grade will be automatically transferred to your home
CSU campus and posted as transfer credit. As a student at CPP, you will need
transcripts from us for any future academic endeavors (transfer or graduate school). In
addition, the online class will compute your Academic Standing at CPP. If you receive a
failing grade (D, F, or W) in this class, it may negatively impact your academic standing,
even if you remain in good standing at your home campus. This status will become part
of your permanent academic record.
